HISTORY

First released in 1997 as Heritage Clone Zinfandel, this is the 10th  
anniversary of this delicious Zinfandel. Using old vine budwood grafted 
into a new vineyard, the Heritage bottling represents the best of a young 
vine Zin with distinctive old vine characters.

GROWING SEASON

2007 was excellent across the board. Warm and dry temperatures 
remained moderate allowing the grapes to achieve full maturity and  
flavor potential.

WINEMAKER COMMENTS 

The 2007 Heritage Zinfandel combines fruit from the warm Dry Creek 
Valley and cool Russian River Valley appellations. Aromas of blueberry 
and raspberry are framed by notes of white pepper and chocolate. On 
the palate, an abundance of fresh berry fruit mingles with dollops of 
creamy oak. The tannins are refined and smooth, giving this wine a 
long and satisfying finish.
